More recent times have found Sterling
behind the controls of the mighty Dodge Intrepid
owned by Chip Ganassi and sponsored by Coors
Light®. This relationship has worked out well for
everyone involved and especially for Dodge, scor-
ing its first NASCAR® Cup victory since returning
to the series with Sterling behind the wheel at the
Michigan race back in August, 2001. The team
finished up the 2003 campaign with eleven Top
10 finishes and renewed confidence that the silver
