• Always respect the maximum rate and voltage specified by the battery manufacturer.

• Charge the LIPO battery outdoors or in a ventilated area away from flammable objects and surfaces.

• NEVER leave your LiPo battery unattended while charging. 

•  If the battery swells during charging, stop charging immediately and disconnect the battery from the charger. Leave 
the battery outside for a few hours and observe. Then recycle the battery according to the instructions of your country/
region. Never dispose of a LIPO battery with domestic waste.

•  Before recycling your defective battery, it must be neutralized. Take a plastic container, fill it with water and add a lot of 
salt until the water becomes opaque. Place the LIPO battery in the water and leave for 24 hours. Check with a voltme-
ter that the voltage is 0.0V. Then recycle the battery according to local regulations.

• Never charge a damaged or inflated battery.

• Never discharge the battery cells below 3.2V.

• Always use the appropriate balancer/charger when charging your LiPo battery pack.

•  When the battery is empty, check the temperature of the battery before charging it. 
If the battery is very hot, wait until it cools before charging it.

• Never charge a very hot battery as this may cause an explosion or fire.

•  When the battery is empty, recharge it immediately. Do not store an empty battery, the battery will continue to dis-
charge, it will fall below the minimum voltage and become unusable.

It may be necessary to replace the slipper pad every 25 runs.
It depends on how you drive and the type of terrain you drive on. If after consecutive adjustments you have motor problems, it is necessary to change the PADS.

If the gear mesh is not correct, you wear out the spur gear prematurely, the transmission will make noise, give unnecessary load on the motor (higher consump-
tion, heating of the transmission).

Tighten or loosen the nut to have 3mm of visible 
shaft.

Cut a 5mm wide strip of paper and run it between 
the pinion and the spur gear.

Re-tighten the motor screws and then remove the 
strip of paper.

Remove the gearbox from the chassis. 
Open the gearbox to extract the differential.

Remove the shock absorbers from the vehicle. (4x) Remove the shock cap. Drain the oil from the shock absorber. 

It may be necessary to replace the silicone oil every 50 runs.
It depends on how you drive and the type of terrain you drive on.

It may be necessary to replace the silicone oil in the shock absorbers every 40 runs.
It depends on how you drive and the type of terrain you drive on.

Open the differential. Remove the silicone oil.
Refill with new silicone (5000cps) oil but not fully, 
(90% capacity max.)

• Pull the Shock shaft 
down.

• Fill the shock body with 
silicone oil (1000cps).

• Move the piston up&down 
(3-4x) to release the air 
bubbles in the silicone 
oil.

• Pull the Shock shaft 
down.

• Install the shock absorb-
er vertically and let it sit 
for a few minutes until 
the bubbles rise to the 
surface. 

• Install the silicone mem-
brane in the shock cap. 

• Tighten slightly the 
shock cap on the shock 
body.

• A little oil will flow out of 
the shock absorber.

• Gently move the piston 
in upper position.

• The excess will flow out 
of the shock absorber.

• Allow the piston in the 
upper position.

• Tighten the cap fully but 
not too much otherwise 
the membrane will be 
deformed.
