I recommend using 
as low of a ride height as you possibly can, unless you race on a 
bumpy or rough surface, then the car can benefit from having a 
slightly higher ride height, to increase stability, and improve the 
handling over bumps.

The front axle height can be adjusted with shims under the 
steering block. You can‘t change the roll center on the front end 
of the X12, simply because there is no upper arm. Adding shims 
under the steering block (raising the steering block) will raise the 
front axle height, and at the same time, decrease bump steer. 
Removing shims will lower the steering block, and increase bump 
steer.

BATTERY BACKSTOP

The new adjustable battery backstop system secures the 
battery in the car in a tweak-free, non-fixed manner 
to help improve traction and makes it more stable and 
easier to drive.

It is very important that battery has a very small amount 
of play in all directions so it does not tweak the car, but 
the play cannot be too much otherwise the battery may 
fall out in crashes.

Adjust the shim thickness to match battery pack height. 
If there is no play between the backstop and pack, use 
a thicker shim. If it is too loose, use a thinner shim to 
reduce the gap.
