Battery Charging Steps and Safety:

Remove the battery from the vehicle before charging.  
Place battery on a # re resistant surface.
Avoid any contact with water or other liquids. 
Be sure to select the correct charging mode for the type 
of battery you are charging.  

ALWAYS use a compatible charger for charging your batteries.

Radio System Tuning and Controls:

RULE:  Transmitter on First/Vehicle on Second, 
 Vehicle o!  First/ Transmitter o!  Last! 

     1) Slide the battery cover to remove cover.
     2) Install alkaline or rechargeable AA size 
 batteries into the battery holder.
     3) Slide the battery cover back into place making  
 sure it is completely closed and secure.
     4) Turn the power ON.  If the power indicator LED  
 fails to light, check the batteries for insu$  cient  
 contact or incorrect polarity.

Set The Gear Mesh:

To set the gear mesh, push the teeth of the motor 
mount cam #21531 into the corresponding tooth 
pattern of the motor mount insert.  Once the teeth 
are seated, you should be able to rock the spur gear 
back and forth without making the pinion gear move.  
Exessive amounts of spur gear movement (loose 
gear mesh) will cause premature gear failure.  If the 
spur gear mesh is tight, there will be no movement 
between the spur and pinion gears.  A gear mesh that 
is too tight or too loose will reduce power and 
damage the gear teeth.
