The Stealth X gearbox is designed to
allow the front wheels to spin faster than the rear wheels. Overdrive is advantageouse when climbing up rock faces because the
front tires will want to pull the vehicle up the rock. On desents, the rear tires rotating slower than the front tires will help keep
the chassis more stable and keep the rear tires planted on the ground.

The Stealth X gearbox allows the driver to change the front to rear drive ratios with 3 separate ratio adjustments to the rear
drive shaft. The driver has the option to flip the gearbox direction (motor mount facing the front) the optional inverse top shaft

required.

Please Note:
The 20T top shaft, 28T idler gear,and 52T drive gear will always be meshed together in all 6 gearbox configurations.
