PREPARING TO HIT THE TRAIL:

TRAIL TIPS AND HECKLIST

When preparing to hit the trail, it’s a good idea to have a checklist to make sure you have everything and don’t end up having to head back
early.We've compiled a checklist of the things we think you’ll need on the trail. We've also left some space for you to add your specific
items to the list. Keep in mind these are suggestions and every person will require different items.VVeather and altitude will also dictate
how much food and water a person will require. Do a little research first before heading out for a full day on the trail.

TREAD LIGHTLY:

Remember, when driving your rig out on the trails, it’s important to tread lightly.We all know that the best place to enjoy our hobby is
out in nature, and that means we need to preserve it for future hobbyist so we all have a place to enjoy. Here are a few tips to remember
when out on the trail.

* Pack In/Pack Out:
Don’t leave anything behind.Whether it’s trash, parts, or food. If you brought it, take it with you.

* National and Public Parks:
If visiting a national park, leave the RC cars at home. It is illegal to drive any radio-control vehicle within national park
boundaries. Public parks are slightly different, some may allow radio-control vehicles and others may not.
Check with your local officials before driving in a public park.

* Be Considerate:
